How have you been involved with Holy Trinity?

I expanded the program to 
support The Father McKenna Center and am active with both organizations. I’m working with a 
team to develop a new ministry accompanying Returning Citizens (formerly incarcerated 
persons). 

What else should your fellow parishioners know about you? 

Last year I retired. I worked on Capitol Hill, lobbied, then completed about 20 years in the 
federal Senior Executive Service, always overseeing teams and managing organizations. For 
the past year I’ve participated in the Parish Council in a non-elected capacity. Much has been 
given to me, and now I try to give back through daily volunteer work, serving others and prayer. 
Finally, I have a full-time job working for my French Bulldog, Magis.
